On Friday, September 1: Students with a family name (last name) 

beginning with the letter A-G inclusively will attend their first day 

of Preschool. Daycare services are offered for these students. 

 

On Tuesday, September 5: Students with a family name (last name) 

beginning with the letter H-Z inclusively will attend their first day 

of Preschool. Daycare services are offered for these students.

On Thursday, September 7: Students with a family name (last 

name) beginning with the letter H-Z inclusively will attend their 

second day of Preschool. Daycare services are offered for these
